6. The Central Government and State Government spagify additional measures, if any, for givindeet to
provisions of this notification.

7. The provisions of this notification shall beébgct to the orders, if any, passed, or to be phssethe Hon'ble
Supreme Court of India or the High Court or NaticdBeeen Tribunal.
