WHEREAS, the Sagareshwar Wildlife Sanctuary is at#gd between 17°06'35” N - 17°09'40” N latitudesd
74°20'20” and 74°24'20” E longitudes in Sangli €hiict of Maharashtra and extends over an areaO@71lsquare
kilometers;

AND WHEREAS, the Sagareshwar Sanctuary is one e@fréine experiments in conservation where the estinetuary
is a cultivated forest without any perennial sowtwater created under planned afforestation @nogne;

AND WHEREAS, the forest type found in the Sanctuarg Southern dry mixed deciduous and Southerm tfoyest
with hill slopes covered with grasslands;

AND WHEREAS, most of the wildlife species of thenStuary were artificially introduced in the year809and the
important wild animals include hyena, wolf, foxpdaar, black buck, cheetal, wild boar;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and ptatiee area the extent and boundaries of which éifpd in
paragraph 1 of this notification around the pradcirea of Sagareshwar Wildlife Sanctuary as Emusive Zone from
ecological and environmental point of view and tolpbit industries or class of industries and thegerations and
processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone;
