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WHEREAS, the Bassi Wildlife Sanctuary is situatedtihe Southern part of Aravalli ranges in District
Chittorgarh, Rajasthan and is spread across 138&&re kilometers;

AND WHEREAS, the Wildlife sanctuary is known for iRaer, Indian Gazelle, Hyena, Jackal, Crocodile,
Fox, Porcupine, Hare, Cranes and Four horned Apgednd also has rare threatened bird species such a
White backed VultureRseudogyps bengalensis)/hite scavenger VultureNgphron peronopterusPpen
billed stork @Anastomus encocephals),Painted stork Nlycturis lencocephals)Blackibis Pseudobis
papillosa), Spoon bill Platcha lencoeodia)Paradise flycatcherTérpsiphone paradise)arey hornbill
(Tockus birostris);

AND WHEREAS, the sanctuary has northern tropicgl dieciduous forests on plateaus, Anogeissus forests
on hill slopes and Boswellia forests on underlygngund patches;

AND WHEREAS, Anogeissus pendulfarests are found all over the sanctuary and tam itnee species are
Acacia catechu, Wrightia tinctoria, Diospyros medaglon, Sterculia urens, Boswellia serrata, Anogiess
latifolia, and Aegle marmelos;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and ptotee area, the extent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification arduhe protected area of Bassi Wildlife SanctuaryEes-
sensitive Zone from ecological and environmentainpof view and to prohibit industries or class of
industries and their operations and processesisdll Eco-sensitive Zone.

NOW THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers confelngcgub-section(1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of sub-
section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 ofEhgironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 198&devith
sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Proten)iRRules, 1986, the Central Government herebijfies

an area to an extent ranging from O to 3 kilomateund the boundary of Bassi Wildlife Sanctuaryha
State of Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh as the BékHife Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone (herein after
referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone) detailsloEh are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and Boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone(d) The Eco-Sensitive Zone is spread over an area of
113.29 square kilometnaith an extent varying from 0 to 3 kilometer froflmetboundary of Bassi Wildlife
Sanctuary and the boundary description of sucted®given inAnnexure |I.

(2) The Eco-sensitive Zone is spread across 4ageéh falling in Chittorgarh District of Rajasthanda
Neemuch District in Madhya Pradesh.

(3) The list of the villages falling within Eco-sensii Zone along with co-ordinates of prominent poists
appended a8nnexure Il.

(4) The map of the Eco-sensitive Zone along wittiude and longitude is appendedfamexure ll1.

given in this notification.

(6) The Zonal Master plan shall provide for restioraof denuded areas, conservation of existingewat
bodies, management of catchment areas, watersheaberaent, groundwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and suclero#ispects of the ecology and environment that need
attention.
@) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all tkistiag worshipping places, village and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, tribahgragricultural areas, fertile lands, green aseeh as, parks
and like places, horticultural areas, orchardssdaknd other water bodies.
(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develognerzco-sensitive Zone as to ensure Eco-friendly
development for livelihood security of local comnities.
(9) The State Governments of Rajasthan and MaBihgdesh shall prepare separate Zonal Master Plans
for area under their jurisdiction.

Control Board shall draw up guidelines and regataifor the control of air pollution in the Eco-siive
