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Environment Clearance of Akar Creation’s Complex at Salcete in Goa

is in Abeyance
National Green Tribunal in an order on 22 February 2013 has put the Environment Clearance of Akar Creation’s Housing Complex at village Vanelim, Salcete  in Goa in Abeyance and the developer has been asked to maintain status quo position. It has also been asked to ‘communicate to the third parties who have entered into agreement or have purchased the flats in the developed buildings, about pendency of the present appeal and the fact that such third parties will be bound by the outcome of the present appeal.'

The order has been issued in an appeal filed by Colva Civic and Consumer Forum, Colva, Salcete, Goa, wherein it is stated that a natural pond and a storm water drain have been filled,  3 m boundary wall constructed, and the traditional access of the farmers to their adjacent paddy fields and the flow of water obstructed. The case would now be heard on 21 March 2013.
